I - GENERALITY  

This meeting is opened to all figurine and model maker without age limit, either affiliated members or not to a club, it has for 
goal to reward the best realizations.  
The rule for the models and the figures is the same. 
 

. II - REGULATION  
 

* The competition is opened to figurines round-bumps, half rounds -bumps, busts and tin, whatever the topic, historic, fantastic, 
civilian or military.  

* It will be assigned as many medals in a category that there will be meritorious competitors, and this without limit.  
* A laureate will never receive a price at the expense of another. 
* The size of figurines must be between 25 and 200 mm.  
 
* The committee of organization reserves itself the right to refuse a piece that, by its subject or by its presentation, could shock 
the public. 
 
* The judgment carries on the whole of pieces presented by the competitor.  Figurines will be exposed under shape of «display» 
by category. It is recommended to each to foresee his material of presentation. The organization is anxious to attract the attention 
of competitors on the artistic interest of a beautiful presentation of pieces.  
 
* Every competitor even arranges its pieces while respecting instructions of promoters, he is responsible of their security during 
this operation, as well as the one of the neighboring pieces. 
 
* It is requested from the competitor, not to handle their figures more once the display installed.  
 
* The creator's name can be present on the display.  
 
* A piece achieved in team will have to included the different names.  

 
III - LEVELS  

JUNIORS : reserved to competitors of less than 16 years.  

BEGINNERS : reserved to competitors beginners or not having taken back a price in a competition.  

CONFIRMS : reserved to the occasionally award-winning competitors in the national or international competitions.  

MASTERS : reserved to competitors regularly award-winning in the  national or international competitions.  
 

It will be allotted gold medal, silver medal, bronze medal for all categories and a Best of show for the most beautiful 
model realization or figure. 

Every competitor inscribe his pieces in levels that he appraises to be according to his previous results or in the superior level if he 
wishes it.  

IV – CATEGORIES  
 

Figurines: for the juniors  
 
Historical or Fantasy Figurines: for the beginners level.  
 
Historical or Fantasy Figurines painting: confirmed and master levels 
 
Historical or Fantasy Figurines transformation: confirmed and master levels 
 
 Figurines/models  transformation or scratch: confirmed and master levels. 
 
Green : Only one categorie for all levels 
(Pieces not painted and undercovered) 
 
Models: for the juniors  
 
Planes models: for the masters, confirmed and beginners levels.  
 
Armoured tanks models: for the masters, confirmed and beginners levels.  
Civil vehicle & miscellaneous models: for the masters, confirmed and beginners levels.

*The Jury is made up of independant  persons choosen by the organization committee. No member from AFM will be allowed     
to judge except for the Junior and Models categories. 
* The jury is composed of independent personalities proposed by the committee of organization of the competition.

* The restitution of pieces won't be able to take place that on indispensable presentation of enrollment coupons 
delivered at the time of the enrollment.
